1.Joniskelis Ignas Karpis agriculture and services school’s programs preparation for 
pupils improvement of school attendance and early school dropout rate reduction 
2. In the course of the project for prevention of attendance and early school leaving, in 2015, November 13 by the order of the school principal Nr.V-64,  a working group was formed.
This group made recommendations on improving student attendance and dropping out of a school curriculum.

3. The school's website will include the Schoolchildren's School attendance and school non-attendance prevention arrangements, which can be accessed by pupils' parents.

Once a week, the group leader must justify the pupils' missed lessons.

To work with non-attendants, preventing them from attending pupils, their families, group leader, social pedagogue, child welfare commission, as long as the situation improves.

Students' parents who do not have access to the electronic blogger can inform about the student attendance lessons once a month by post, by telephone.

4. To create a system enabling to set off the practical skills acquired at the workplace, when students are employed on the basis of the specialty they are seeking to acquire, to study the theory and to report independently.

To improve pupils' attendance and progress, to reduce school dropouts, the subject teacher should specify the exact time they are required to pay for the tasks given by the teacher to attend day-to-day students.

Depending on the pupil's suggestions, shorten the lunch break to 45 minutes from the new school year because of the  students  employment.

5. In addition to the program's preparation, the school has implemented measures to improve the attendance of lessons and reduce school drop-outs:
Increased control for students living in dormitories, introducing a fee for waking up classes.

Provides free meals for pupils from disadvantaged families.

Students are constantly transported by school bus.
The Administration of Pasvalys Bus Park has agreed that pupils who had left school earlier are not brought in for free.
6. A survey was conducted for the whole school community on the question: "What should the school, school leaders, teachers, other school staff, pupils, pupils' parents do or not do so that the student does not want and can afford not attend or delay their classes?"

Non-formal education is carried out, which allows students to develop their abilities, their self-expression and social skills and increases student employment.

The program has been prepared, monitoring its implementation.

In the course of the project for prevention of attendance and early school leaving, in 2015, November 13 by the order of the school principal Nr. V-64 working group was formed, which made recommendations for the improvement of students' school attendance and early dropping out of school training program.

  Working Group to improve school attendance and relegation to reduce recommended:
1. The school's website shall include the procedure for the attendance of pupils 'attendance and prevention of school absenteeism, which can be accessed by pupils' parents.

2. Include the following points in the procedure for the attendance of pupils' attendance and school absenteeism:

2.1. If the student is late for half or more of the lesson's time and the reason for the delay is not significant, the teacher may tick "n" in the blog.

2.2. Once a week, the group leader must justify the pupil's lessons;

2.3. Create non-attendance classes that prevent them from attending student lists. Work with them and their families for the group leader and social pedagogue, the child welfare commission, as long as the situation improves.

2.4. Pupils 'parents who do not have access to the electronic blogger should inform about the pupils' attendance lessons once a month by post, by telephone.

2.5. The criteria for justifying missing classes are supplemented with the item "Due to adverse weather conditions, bus transporting pupils to school late or late, submitting a letter from parents (guardians).
3. 2012 December 3 school director's order no. V-95 "For not allowing students to stay in dormitories" to add a paragraph where, if the student returns to school after the illness, does not provide the group leader with a doctor's certificate, they must pay for school transport services at the school's current rates.

4. To include in the scholarship and material support regulations the clause: "To pay scholarships for summer months for students who have graduated without debt".

5. At the beginning of the academic year, the responsible person should enter the student achievement assessments of the pupils' subjects included in the electronic journal.

6. To create a system enabling to set off the practical skills acquired at the workplace, when students are employed on the basis of the specialty they seek to acquire, to study the theory and to report independently.
7. In order to improve pupils' attendance and progress, reduce school dropouts, the subject teacher should specify the exact time they are required to pay for the tasks provided by the teacher, not attending day-to-day students.

8., Depending on the pupil's suggestions, to shorten the lunch break by 45 minutes from the new academic year because of the students’ employment.

9. Instruct the dorm room administrator to write the students who did not go to school with dates. When registering an offense five times, write a letter of intent to the school principal and the student's behavior to discuss at the Child Welfare Commission meeting.

The program has been prepared, monitoring its implementation.
In addition to the curriculum development, measures have been implemented to help improve attendance at school and reduce school dropouts:

1. Increased control for students living in dormitories, introducing a fee for wake-up calls.

2. Free meals for pupils from disadvantaged families.

3. Students are constantly transported by school bus.

4. The Administration of Pasvalys Bus Park has agreed that pupils who had left school earlier are not brought in for free.

5. A survey was conducted for the whole school community on the question: "What should or not be done by the school, school leaders, teachers, other school staff, pupils, pupils' parents so that the student would not want and could afford not attending or delaying their classes?"

6. Ongoing informal education, which enables pupils to develop skills, their self-expression and social skills, increases students' employment.
